If working weekends, it will be compensated during the week

The language course will consist of Catalan language (the
Official Language in Catalonia) and it will be strengthened
with language, 2 hours per week (in volunteering or formal
courses)



Practical
arrangements

e Volunteers have a mentor. Individual mentoring and group mentoring with other

volunteers are compulsory

e Volunteers need to assist with the compulsory training by the National Agency: 1

on arrival and 1 mid-term evaluation.

e Travel costs will be reimbursed after submitting tickets, bills, boarding passes, etc

e Travel costs are based on EU travel grant accordingly to the ESC program

e Visa costs can be covered. First, ask us about the assigned amount
e Ask us for the supporting letters on time

e Make sure of the procedures and dates with your embassy to obtain the visa

e Each volunteer will have a bike, helmet, and a bike lock

e On arrival, volunteers need to know that helmet (10 Euros ), bike lock (10 Euros), and bike (60 Euros) are priced at 80 Euros. If

volunteers lose, break, or damage the items they will need to replace them
